The terms of the U.N. Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods
shall not apply.

16.2 You and we agree that any dispute, claim or controversy arising out of or relating in any way to the Software
and this License Agreement shall be determined by binding arbitration. You agree that, by agreeing to the terms
of this License Agreement, that you and we are each waiving the right to a trial by jury or to participate in a
class action. This arbitration provision shall survive termination of this License Agreement.

16.3 16.3 This License Agreement constitutes the complete and exclusive statement of the License Agreement
between the Licensor and you with respect to the subject matter of this License Agreement and supersedes
all proposals, representations, understandings and prior agreements, whether oral or written, and all other
communications between us relating to that subject matter.
